Children from 6 primary schools in the New Plymouth 
district took the opportunity to drive home the 
message about speeding around schools at a special  
conference in New Plymouth on 28th June. The “Kids 
Involved in Driving Down Speed” (KIDDS) conference 
concluded an eight week project aimed at highlighting 
road safety issues around local schools. 
 
The KIDDS project, coordinated by NPiS, is a joint 
initiative between schools, ACC, RoadSense and 
Police. The project involved the children monitoring 
vehicle speeds around their schools using hand held 
laser speed guns, as well as collecting information on 
road and weather conditions.

Over 100 guests, including New Plymouth MP and 
Minister for Transport Safety Hon Harry Duynhoven, 
listened as children shared their ideas about how the 
problems could be addressed. Proposals included 
reducing speed limits around schools, improved 
signage, increased parking spaces and parent 
education.
